TEXAS LAW AND ARBITRATION: The undersigned understands that this Agreement shall be binding on his/her heirs, executors, successors and assigns, that this Agree-
ment will be governed by the laws of Texas, and that jurisdiction and proper venue for any dispute regarding this Agreement shall be in a State Court in Harris County, Tex-
as. If any part of this Agreement is determined to be invalid or unenforceable, it does not affect the validity of the remainder of this Agreement. This Agreement controls
notwithstanding any conflicting terms or conditions of any other agreement between the parties. The undersigned agrees to these terms and conditions and acknowledges
receipt of this Agreement. HLSR may require that all claims or disputes between the undersigned and HLSR and/or its agents, officers, directors volunteers, members and
assigns, in any way arising out of or related to this Agreement, shall be decided by binding arbitration administered by the American Arbitration Association (“AAA”) pursuant
to the Federal Arbitration Act, 9 U.S.C., 1, et seq. and in accordance with the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the AAA that are in effect at the time the demand for arbitra-
tion is filed, unless the parties mutually agree otherwise in writing. The decision of the arbitrator(s), which shall state findings of fact and conclusions of law, shall be final,
conclusive and binding on the parties and judgment may be entered thereon in the District Court of Harris County, Texas, to enforce the decision.
