
Remind student that you are required 
by law to report any abuse of a minor.

1. Explain Confidentiality

If violent and abusive behavior 
is disclosed, listen attentively, 
and avoid judging.

2. Actively Listen
Did the student disclose 
abuse that involved physical 
or sexual assault or threats?

Notify

Contact and inform parents/guardians of victim and alleged perpetrator 
that an incident involving dating violence, sexual violence, and/or sexual 
harassment occurred.

Verify a meeting with 
administrator, parent/guardians 
of victim and alleged perpetrator, 
and their child, transpires to 
review incident. Implement 
strategies if parents/guardians 
are not responsive.

Proceed to 
Step 3

Advise victim of their 
right to file a complaint 
alleging sexual 
harassment directly to a 
Tile IX Coordinator and/
or with the Office for Civil 
Rights.

Notify the student of their rights to 
request a Stay-Away Agreement or 
another school-based alternative 
to a protective order. If the student 
refuses, document decision. 

3. Advocate Decisions

4. Respect Privacy

Remember to not share disclosures with anyone who does NOT need to know. 
Avoid discussing incidents with teachers, faculty, or in areas where conversations 
can be overheard by students or staff.

Is the alleged perpetrator 
a student you know?

NOYES

If you have a good relationship with 
perpetrator, never discuss alleged 
abuse. Doing so can jeopardize the 
victim’s safety.

Proceed to 
Step 5

5. Provide Resources

Notify the victim of what resources are available 
for them to use and allow them to seek help 
when they are ready. The victim may choose not 
to pursue services right away.
