It’s almost time for the 2026 Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo! We’ve planned fun 
activities for you and your students to enjoy while on your school tour and/or field trip, so 
get your boots shined and ready to go! To help you prepare, below is a checklist of 
important to-do’s.

THE DATE IS LISTED ON YOUR PARKING PASS 

 
Arrival 
Our gates open at 8 a.m. and your group is welcome to arrive any time after that however, 
most exhibits don’t open until 9 a.m. If you are going on a tour, please arrive at least 30 
minutes before the scheduled start time. We encourage you to spend as much time as you 
can enjoying the exhibits, attractions, and entertainment, however we ask that you plan to 
leave the grounds by 2 p.m. 
 
Lunch 
If you are bringing your lunches, plan on keeping them with you during your visit. Once 
your group steps off the bus, you will not see it again until its time to go home. Rolling 
coolers or wagons are good options. There are picnic tables and seating areas scattered 
throughout the grounds. 
 
There are food vendors that offer kid’s meals for lower prices. You can find a list of 
participating vendors on our website on the Tours page. You will work directly with the 
vendor if you are purchasing lunch for your students. 
 
Parking 
Don’t forget that your parking passes will need to be displayed on the dashboard of the 
bus to enter NRG Park. NO VEHICLES WILL BE PERMITTED TO FOLLOW YOUR BUS INTO 
NRG PARK. Any passenger vehicles will need to enter at Gate 16 off Main Street and park in 
Yellow Lot. Parking is subject to availability. 
 
Tickets 
Every person entering the gate must have a ticket. If you need to purchase additional 
tickets, you may do so online at rodeohouston.com or at the gate upon arrival.
